INFORMATION SHEET 

 
1. St. Timothy’s accept applications for manufactured as well as handmade items.  The Craft 

Committee reserves the right to limit or refuse any application, and reserves the sole right 
to sell meals, food items and drinks on the premises. 

 
2. You may set up your inside booth Friday from 6:30 to 8:00 p.m. or Saturday at 7:00 a.m.  

The day will open with prayer at 8:45 a.m. in the Family Life Center.  We invite everyone to 
participate, if possible.  Your booth must be ready for customers at 9:00 a.m. 

a. Participants agree, by their signature, to release and hold harmless St. Timothy’s 
United Methodist Church from any and all liability resulting from theft, fire, water 
damage, smoke or any accident of any cause, including but not limited to 
direct, indirect, consequential or special damages.  

b. All property of the participant brought to the show will be at the risk and 
responsibility of the participant.  At no time shall St. Timothy’s be required to 
maintain security or provide insurance for any damage or loss to any participant 
or participant’s property.   

3. All participants must register in the Family Life Center (large building in rear of church) 
before unloading to receive their booth location and directions.  Nametags are issued on 
Saturday morning entitling participants to free coffee or tea from the kitchen. 

4. After unloading, participants must move their vehicle to the far back parking lot or 
adjacent lot, allowing your customers to park close by for shopping.  NO EXCEPTIONS! 

5.  Merchandise must remain within the marked boundaries of each booth.  Items may not 
be attached to the church walls. 

6. Smoking inside, pets, unsupervised children, illegal substances, and alcoholic beverages 
are not allowed. 

7. The Craft Sale will take place rain or shine.  We regret that we are unable to grant refunds 
in case of rain.  Booth fee refunds will only be granted with 3 full days notice (72 hours). 
You may utilize tents or canopies for your outside booth. 

8. Booths are expected to remain open until 4 PM.  There are always latecomers and you do 
not want to miss a sale.
